
Our topic this term is Light it Up! We 
will be exploring electricity and light.

This half-term, we are exploring 
fiction. Our key text is a story called 
'Fox at Night’ when we will meet all 

of fox’s friends. 

Our focus sounds this half term are ‘j v and y.’ We 
will be exploring these sounds though objects and 
letter recognition. We will be practising our mark 

making skills tracing over the letters using different 
tools. 

In reading, we will be exploring stories linked to these 
sounds through props,  role play and song.

We will continue to work on our individual 
communication targets throughout the school day.

In our Maths sessions, we are developing our 
number knowledge linked to our individual maths 

targets related to numbers and place value.

We will also be learning about time. We will be 
exploring different objects which tell the time and 

learning what is happening 'now' and what is 
happening 'next'.

For our PSHE sessions this half term, our focus is 
'Being Safe' and we will be exploring our new 

school, learning how to navigate the areas and 
use it safely.

In PE, we will be trying out the game of Boccia. We 
will also be getting to know our new hall area and 

our new outdoor provisions.

We are focusing on our Art skills this half term. 
Looking at the style of George Seurat, we will be 

using different tools to practice a dotting 
technique to make some lovely artwork linked to 

our topic. 
 

This half term we are focusing on our language 
skills. We will be exploring the French language 

through food. Each week we will explore different 
food items and learn their French name as well as 
their English name. We can't wait to try all the tasty 

foods!
